1. Call to Order and Minutes

2. Review of Grant Application Revisions			 
Norfolk-Expansion Application. The revised application provides more detailed information on the budget and coalition support for the therapists and PCIT location.  Each therapist and agency should be required to report and not “understand.” The heading for the scope of work should be expansion, not continuation. A motion to approve was made and seconded.  The motion was approved unanimously. 

North Platte-Continuation Application.  Discussion covered the rationale for the facility modifications for the split door and lock and the toys. The DiMinimis is no longer in the budget narrative.  Emily’s concern is that budget form needs to re-submitted to match the revised narrative.  A motion was made and seconded to approve this application with a new budget formatted to match the narrative.  The board also recommended consideration of bilingual providers in the future.  The motion was approved unanimously. 

Saline/Jefferson -New Application.  The board discussed provision of more detailed information on PCIT stakeholders and locations as well as implementation support for PIWI.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the revised application.  The motion was approved unanimously.
